Reminder to Parents

We would like to remind parents that they should not be entering group changing rooms when swimmers are changing.  Unfortunately, pools like Abercorn and Boclair do not have individual cubicles for swimmers, and we would request that unless there are exceptional circumstances, parents should wait outside the changing room for their child to come out.

We would also like to request that you ensure your child is appropriately dressed for coming to swimming.  Their club tracksuit or hoodie should be their first choice, or similar ‘sporty’ alternative, which offers cover up/warmth.  We realise that this is not always possible and sometimes swimmers have to come straight from school, however, we would appreciate your co-operation where possible.

Some of you may have heard about the poolside accident at Auchenharvie at the weekend, which fortunately did not involve any of our parents, but we would like to remind parents once again that only swimmers, coaches and technical officials should be poolside during a meet.  If you wish to speak to your swimmer, you need to arrange to speak to them away from poolside (or you could put your whites on and help officiate!).  These rules are being more strictly applied and are there for the protection of you and your children, so please, help the organisers of the meet by following the rules.
